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GHCAA Seeks Homes for Weatherization

Green Hills Community Action Agency is
seeking homes to weatherize for free.

Persons falling at 200% of Federal Poverty
Guidelines or below qualify for this pro-
gram. A family with one person living in
the household with an annual income of
$21,780, a two person household with an
income of $29,420 annually, a three per-
son household with an annual income of
$37,060, a family of four with an income
of $44,700 or a family of five with an in-
come of $52,340 will qualify for this ser-
vice.

GHCAA utilizes certified energy auditors
to examine the home to determine which
weatherization items are needed. Typical
things done to the home include attic insulation, foundation insulation, wall insula-
tion, clean and tune of furnaces, caulking, and weather-stripping. An average of
$6500 per home is spent. Homes can be weatherized once every 15 years.

Rental properties are eligible with the landlord paying $300 of the cost of weather-
izing the home. The agency has a record of decreasing air infiltration into the home
by 30-40%. This results in significant savings on utility bills. The application process
is very simple to complete. Contact your local GHCAA today to fill out an applica-
tion.

Plans call for the weatherization of between 500 to 600 homes during the grant
period which ends in March of 2012. Persons with questions about the program
are encouraged to call Terri Henderson at 660-359-3907.

Alarming Facts About Domestic Violence

Domestic violence is the leading cause
of injury to women between the ages
of 15 and 44 in the United States, more
than car accidents, muggings, and
rapes combined.

Three to four million women in the
United States are beaten in their
homes each year by their husbands, ex
-husbands, or male lovers.

One woman is beaten by her husband
or partner every 15 seconds in the
United States.

In 1992, the American Medical Associa-
tion reported that as many as 1 in 3
women will be assaulted by a domestic
partner in her lifetime -- 4 million in
any given year.

85% of domestic violence victims are
women. 25% - 45% of all women who
are battered are battered during preg-
nancy.

Police report that between 40% and
60% of the calls they receive, especially
on the night shift, are domestic vio-
lence disputes.

Battering occurs among people of all
races, ages, socio-economic classes,
religious affiliations, occupations, and
educational backgrounds.

The average prison sentence of men
who kill their women partners is 2 to 6
years. Women who kill their partners
are, on average, sentenced to 15 years.

Nearly three out of four (74%) of
Americans personally know someone
who is or has been a victim of domes-
tic violence.

These are some alarming statistics,
aren’t they? Green Hills Women’s Shel-
ter is working to change them - please
help the GHWS make home a safer
place to be.

The Shelter is currently seeking volun-
teers to help at the shelter, as well as
donations of items from our monthly
needs lists, and even simple monetary
donations to help further our goals.

Housing Choice Voucher Rental Assis-
tance is available to the public in the
nine county Green Hills region of North
Missouri through Green Hills Commu-
nity Action Agency. This program as-
sists many elderly, handicapped, and/
or disabled persons & families of low-
wage earners obtain and keep housing
they can afford.

The program utilizes single-family
rental housing, apartments and mobile
homes that are in decent, safe and
sanitary condition and pass our strict
standards of inspection. Because of the
increasing cost of new construction,

the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development has encouraged
the use of existing housing to meet the
demand for affordable housing.

Green Hills is pleased to play a major
part in offering housing assistance to
residents within our service area.

ECIP Funding

An appointment is no longer
needed for those seeking assis-
tance with their summer electric
bills. Simply call your local Green
Hills Community Action Agency.
We will gather your information
over the phone, then contact
your utility vendor and process
your application.

This process is for those who
have qualified for and received
energy assistance after Oct. 1,
2010. For households who have
not yet applied for energy
assistance, a complete
application will need to be filled
out, or if you have moved since
you last received utility assis-
tance, a new application will also
be required. To obtain an appli-
cation, please drop by your local
Green Hills Community Action
Agency, or you can also find a
copy of the application online.

You must have a shut off notice
from your utility company be-
fore ecip funding can be pro-
vided. All emergency applications
will be processed in the Grundy
County office located in Trenton.

Certain income qualifications
must be met before we can help
you. You may also be asked for
additional documentation upon
initial application for the pro-
gram. Clients may be responsible
for a portion of their electric bill if
it exceeds the amount of funding
available. Summer ECIP applies
to electric bills only.

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Major Changes at GHCAA

Green Hills Community Action Agency has been advised
by federal and state entities to prepare for a 50% reduc-
tion in its Community Service Block Grant (CSBG) funding
beginning October 1, 2011. Community Action Agencies
nationwide utilize CSBG funding to support outreach of-
fices in local communities and many, including GHCAA,
are faced with closing these local service-access points.

To meet future budget targets, Green Hills Community
Action Agency will be implementing immediate changes
to its outreach system. The agency will be going to a cen-
tralized staffing pattern, with services being provided out
of the Central Office in Trenton, MO after July 22, 2011.

While GHCAA will not have a physical office open in each
county after July 22™ residents can still receive assis-
tance and access all services with little to no interruption.
Individuals in the Green Hills Region (which includes the
counties of: Caldwell, Daviess, Grundy, Harrison, Linn,
Livingston, Mercer, Putnam, and Sullivan) are asked to
contact GHCAA by dialing their local office number as
they have in the past. As always, staff will be able to con-
nect residents to GHCAA services and provide informa-
tion on resources available within local communities.

Again, GHCAA will be closing its county outreach offices
after July 22" To receive assistance and access services,
residents are asked to contact GHCAA by dialing their
local office number.

Due to the recent changes in staffing patterns, and office
closings, there will also be some changes to the locations
of our Women’s Health Services clinics. If you are
concerned about your upcoming appointment, we
encourage you to contact our WHS department by calling
