A Noble History

Green Hills Community Action Agency has been
giving a hand up to people seeking to break
the bonds of poverty for 44 years. The original

organization was incorporated on June 4,
1965. Green Hills Area Human Resources De-
velopment Corp. was formed to serve the resi-

dents of Grundy, Mercer, Puthnam and Sullivan
counties in response to then President Lyndon

B . Johnsonds War on Povert

clared war on poverty during his first State of
the Union Address in 1964.

The Human Resources Development Corp.

formed in August 1965 to serve Caldwell, Davi-
ess, Linn and Livingston counties. Harrison
County joined the organization in January
1967.

The two community action agencies merged in
October 1968. The
changed to Green Hills Community Action
Agency inthe mid -1970s.

A Promising Future

Throughout the 44 -year history of Green Hills
Community Action Agency, education has been
at the root of many of its programs. GHCAA
services train and educate area residents in
skills needed to get jobs and to obtain higher

paying jobs and more stable employment; in
skills to improve their living conditions through

energy conservation, car maintenance, healthy
habits and more; and by building self

a g e n ¢ yconfidence andrself - esteem.
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Organizations such as Green Hills Community
Action Agency can no longer rely so heavily on
federal and state resources for funding. As

Missourians, we have all seen how state
government has struggled year in and year out

with balancing the budget; having to make
drastic and unpopular cuts to various programs.

With the current political climate, these cuts
often occur in the education and social service
sector; areas critical to fighting poverty and
making families and communities strong in the
long term.

The situation on the Federal level is no less dire.
While statistics in this Annual Report show
increases in funding due to American Recovery
and Reinvestment Act; we know that this was
an aberration and that the reality of growing

deficits created by Social Security and Medicare

2010 marked the beginning of a transformation at Green Hills Community
Action Agency. We took to heart that we, as an agency, must grow and be
continuously flexible in order to keep pace with the ever changing face of
poverty in America. Green Hills Community Action Agency must begin to
engage in high -impact strategies to bring about true change within our

communities. In 2010, GHCAA made it our mission to build vibrant
communities.

e 218 unemployed individuals obtained a job; 172 participants
obtained pre -employments skills, achieved their ABE/GED, and or
completed their post -secondary education; and 50 employed
individuals increased their income.

e 571 families enrolled in and received rental assistance; 23 new
affordable housing units were created; and 187 housing units were
preserved or rehabilitated.

e 324 families enrolled in energy conservation workshops; 601
families enrolled in enhanced skills workshops; 340 individuals
received food assistance; 1386 individuals received emergency
assistance; 434 families received $177,011 in state tax credits.

e 336 individuals were provided with shelter and protection from
domestic violence; 134 support groups meetings were held; 5
organizations/private counselors were partnered with; 818 women
and children received Shelter services; and 653 individuals received
legal advocacy.

e 1678 adults & 552 youth accessed health services.

e 878 volunteers donated 8252 volunteer hours; 283 organizations
were partnered with to expand resources; 32 individuals graduated

from the Step Up to Leadership program; 291 low -income individuals
engaged in community organizations, groups, initiatives; GHCAA
worked with the United Way to establish a 2 -1-1 resource in all our

service counties.

80 staff members and 27 board members received professional
development training, and an Agency -wide training plan was developed.

Family Support Spotlight

Family Support is a program designed to assist families in a variety of ways to

overcome the conditions of poverty and eliminate the barriers that deny self -
sufficiency. Specifically, the program seeks to help family members attain

higher goals of education and/or employment at a livable wage.

Goal setting and achievement is the focal point of the Family Support pro-
gram. Staff are trained to help families determine the strategies needed to im-
prove their current conditions. Visits are arranged to be informal and allow for
creativity and personal growth. This personal posture helps create an at-
mosphere of trust in which the family will be more likely to participate in an
honest and open

manner.

this time, case notes

are recorded which

allow for review and

monitoring by the program supervisor. This visit is set in an atmosphere that
each the family is most comfortable with. The object is to become comfortable
with the Staff member, making it easier for the family to obtain their goals for
the future.

Sensitivity is demonstrated at all times with respect to culture and diversity.
Families are praised when achieving goals and developing skills. Staff then,
track the growth of families respective to the goals that they have set for
themselves. As a result, families enrolled in the program can witness their own
success, which fosters more motivation to succeed.

Featured here are just two of the success s
part of this year!
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In early November of 2010, Anna*,

and her three young children, were
asked to leave their home. With no
place to stay, Anna sought help
from Green Hills Community Action
Agency.

Agency staff went to work
and were able to help
Anna pay her past
due utility bill using
EA/ECIP funds, &
utilize Emergency
Shelter Grant
funds to help
Anna and her
family move
into an apart-
ment.

Since Novem-
ber, Anna has
fought her way
through a bout of
depression to come
out on top, with a
new lease on life, and
has since begun a new
job.

Anna is pleased to report that her
family is now stable and doing
much better.

Green Hills Community Action
Agency is proud to have made a
positive impact in the life of Anna
and her family!

Jim*, father of three, came to
Green Hills Community Action
Agency for assistance in July of
2010. Jim and his family were in
danger of losing their home to
foreclosure.

GHCAA Family Support Staff
went to work, providing
assistance  during
the USDA Rural
Development ap-
peal process. In
the end, Jim
was able to
appeal  with
the Rural De-
velopment
board and
was granted
a moratorium
and a payment
subsidy.

Bolstered by this
victory, both Jim
and his fiancé have
obtained employment.
He continues to work toward
his goals in both employment and
education, and has plans to con-
tinue his education at the Univer-
sity of Central Missouri in Warrens-
burg in the fall of 2011 with a focus

on law enforcement.

GHCAA currently over-
sees over 100 housing
units in the region.

Staff teaches tenants
proper care and mainte-
nance of their homes to
helps them reach their
future housing goals.




Section 8 Rental Assistance is available to the public in the 9 county Green Hills re-
gion. This program helps the elderly, the handicapped, and the families of low -wage
earners to obtain housing they can afford. Section 8 housing can include single -
family rental housing, apartments, or mobile homes.

Eligible households must fall within HUD guidelines, which are based on the size of
the family. Single persons, age 62 or older, and handicapped or disabled persons of
any age, can also qualify, so long as they meet the income requirements. Eligible
families or individuals may also be able to pay less rent without moving, if the
homes they are renting meet Housing Quality Standards, the rent limits set by HUD
and their current landlord agrees to participate in the Section 8 Housing program.

Through any of our three Green Hil
individuals can seek help to recognize an abusive situation, get
advice for developing a safety plan for leaving an abusive
relationship, and once they leave, find a safe haven and receive
assistance in obtaining legal and medical help.

The Shelter has recently developed a new, stand alone website as
a helpful resource for area women. The website, which can be found
at www. greehlllswomensshelter org, offers information about the shelters, what to
do if you experience abuse, and how to safely break the cycle of abuse, volunteer
opportunities, and information on upcoming events.

The GHCAA Employment & Training Department was very pleased with the summer
youth employment programs conducted during 2010. The Employment & Training
department operated both the State Park Youth Corp program and the Missouri
Summer Jobs Program, which combined employed 43 young adults over the
summer and paid out over $100,000 in wages.

These temporary employment programs provided our area youth with excellent
opportunities to improve their career readiness, gain real -world work experience,
and earn their own income. By placing these individuals with local employers the
agency was able to provide a much needed boost to the local economy as well.



The main purpose of the Weatherization Program is to save energy by
making homes easier to heat and cool. The Green Hills Community Action
Agency  Weatherization program has weatherized thousands of homes in the
area. Helping residents save money by improving their homes to cut monthly utility
bills is just one way GHCAA is putting people on the path to self - sufficiency.

In 2010, GHCAA implemented a follow -up survey process for Wx clients.

The agency felt that hearing what clients had to say about the services
they received as part of the Weatherization program could only help GHCAA
improve. Over 100 surveys were mailed out within a three month time span, and it
was very pleasing to learn that 96% of the respondents to the survey found the
overall program to be a satisfactory experience.
